Water Intake Facilities

· Drilling of 2 artesian wells (depth=140m), including installation of casing pipes with filter; water lifting pipes and submersible pump. Construction of 5 units of wellhead cubicles. Lying of feeding power supply line and installation of transformer.

· 2 water reservoirs each have 2,000 m3volume.

Water Supply System

· Construction of water distribution network – about 134,000 m.

· Rehabilitation of asphalt and gravel roads – about 107,000 m2.

· Connection of houses including supply and installation of water meters – 7,600 sets.

Sewerage System

· Construction of wastewater (sewerage) network – 121,000 m

· Rehabilitation of asphalt and gravel roads – about 110,000 m2.

· Connection of houses – 5,250 sets. (“the Works”).
The estimated implementation period is 548 days.
