This announcement refers to the design, build and operation of the wastewater treatment plants (WWTP) in the cities of Ganja (Lot 1) and Sheki (Lot 2). The works will include the construction of buildings (e.g. administration building, laboratory, service building), other infrastructure at the WWTP area (e.g. roads) and a discharge channel to Goshgar-River (ca. 8.1 km). The construction period shall be 18 month plus 12 months defects notification period. The operation period shall be 12 months. 
Lot 2: WWTP Sheki

In stage 1 a mechanical and biological/sludge treatment plant shall be constructed for the design horizon in 2020 (ca. 39.500 PE, annual average design flow 8.000 m³/day). The related design must already consider the required extension for stage 2 for the design horizon in 2035 (ca. 79.000 PE, annual average design flow 15.600 m3/day). The works will include the construction of buildings (e.g. administration building, laboratory, service building) and other infrastructure at the WWTP area (e.g. roads). The construction period shall be 24 month plus 12 months defects notification period. The operation period shall be 24 months.
